I Object of the contract
1. The object of this contract is provision of teaching services.
2. Upon entering and complying with the contract, both parties will follow the terms set in the document titled Conditions and Procedure for Covering the Cost of Tuition (hereinafter: the terms for covering the cost of tuition), available http://www.ut.ee/en/university/documents.
II Obligations of the parties
3. The university undertakes:

3.1. upon meeting the admission requirements and payment of the initial instalment of the tuition fee of 2000  kroons (hereinafter: the initial instalment) for the autumn semester of academic year 2010/2011, to admit the student to   FORMDROPDOWN

3.2. to make it possible for the student to complete the Intensive Estonian Language Course and the curriculum the student has been admitted to, if the tuition fee has been paid; 
3.3. to invoice the student for the initial instalment within one week from signing this contract, for the rest of the payments at least 14 days before the payments’ deadlines. 

4. The student undertakes:

4.1. to complete the curriculum of ..................................................,   FORMDROPDOWN

4.2. to pay the tuition fee for every semester  in accordance with the terms set for covering the cost of tuition. In case of four payments, the payment deadlines for 2010/2011 are the following: for the autumn semester October 15th and November 15th and for the spring semester March 15th and April 15th. In case of two payments, the deadlines are October 15th and March 15th.
4.3. to pay the initial instalment indicated in clause 3.1. within one week from receiving the invoice;

4.4. to pay a delay fine, every time the tuition fee is unpaid at its due date,  in accordance with the terms set for covering the cost of tuition; 
4.5. to adhere to the Statutes of the University of Tartu, the Regulation of Studies, the Procedure for Covering the Cost of Tuition and other university’s regulations.

III Rights of the parties
5. The university has the right:

5.1. to require that the tuition fee, including the initial instalment, is paid by the set deadline, and upon a failure to make such a payment by the deadline, to require the payment of the delay fine; 
5.2. to modify the terms for covering the cost of tuition, based on the decision of the  university’s council; 

5.3. to modify unilaterally the amount of the tuition fee payable as stated in the Universities Act, whereas information of such changes must be made public within 4 months prior to the beginning of the autumn semester; 

5.4. to establish and implement the system and procedures of teaching.

6. The student has the right:

6.1. to study and take examinations and pass/fail examinations when the tuition fee has been paid;

6.2. to use the rights granted  in the Regulation of Studies,  the Procedure for Covering the Cost of Tuition,  and other university’s regulations.

IV Study period
7. The official standard study period, in accordance with the respective curriculum, is  FORMDROPDOWN 
 year(s). The end of the official standard study period of the student is      . The final date of the student's study will be postponed by the time used for the Estonian language studies depending on the scope of the language studies. If the scope of the language studies is 30 ECTS, the total period of study will be for six months longer, if the scope of the language study is 60 ECTS, the total period of study will be for one year longer.

V Tuition fee

11. In the academic year 2010/2011 the student pays for the Estonian Language Course -  for the first semester 15 600 (fifteen thousand six hundred) kroons, and for the second semester the amount to be paid is based on the cost of a credit point established by the university (1 credit point is 600 kroons). If during the second semester of the academic year 2010/2011 the student is taking courses form the curricula stated in the clause 3.1, the payment for these courses is also based on the cost of a credit point. 12. When the student is studying a semester/academic year abroad and is registered as a study abroad student or is on academic leave or during extension of the study period, the student pays the tuition fee in accordance with the terms set for covering the cost of tuition.

VI Termination of the contract
13. The contract is terminated when the student is deleted form the Matriculation Register on the grounds set out in the Regulation of Studies.
14. The university will cancel the contract unilaterally, if the student is transferred to a state-commissioned study place.
15. The student has the right to cancel the contract at any time.

16. The University cancels the contract by making a declaration of cancellation to the other party in format which can be reproduced. The student cancels the contract by making a declaration of cancellation to the other party in writing.

17. Upon expiration of the contract, the student undertakes the pay the tuition fee of the whole running semester  except for the cases indicated in the terms set of the for covering the cost of tuition.

VII Final provisions
18. This contract enters into force into force when the student has paid the initial instalment to the university.

19. Contractual disputes arising between the parties will be settled following the standard requirements emanating from legal acts effective in the Republic of Estonia.
20. The contract is concluded in two copies of equal legal standing, of which one is retained by the university and the other by the student.
